The Veterinary Quarantine section of the Animal Production directorate of the
Livestock Assistance Agency is represented at the Kingdom of Bahrain’s land
(King Fahd Causeway), sea (Khalifa bin Salman Port), air (air cargo, Bahrain
International Airport) ports, 7 days 24 hours, for Live animal consignments of
(cows, sheep, etc.) Horses, birds, dogs, cats, and others, Raw red meat, frozen
and chilled Raw poultry meat, animal feed, veterinary materials, and
medicines, Raw leather & Feathers hatching eggs and one day old chicks
imported to the ports of the Kingdom of Bahrain.
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Dear Importers

Controls for submitting applications for a permit to import live animals,
unprocessed meat, animal products, and animal food.

To organize and control the importation of live animals, unprocessed meat,
animal products and animal food in accordance with the relevant regulations
and laws and in a way that achieves the public interest and the interest of
importers, please note the following:

First: Applications for import permits (red and white raw meat + animal
products and animal feed) must be submitted at least one week before the
expected date of the shipment’s arrival in the Kingdom of Bahrain, considering
that the validity of the import permit is one month from the date of its
issuance.

Second: Applications for permits to import animal feed must be submitted at
least one month before the expected date of the shipment’s arrival in the
Kingdom of Bahrain, considering that the permit is valid for 3 months from the
date of its issuance.
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Third: Applications are submitted from Sunday to Thursday from 7amto 1
pm., which is the working hours of the main veterinary quarantine section -

Buri.

Fourth: Regarding live animals, (commercial applications only)

Livestock (this is done by filling out the designated form and sending it by
email to the Veterinary Quarantine Section only from the Gcc countries.
As for the countries of the Horn of Africa, coordination must be made
with the export destination in advance with the head of the Veterinary
Quarantine Section). Importers must consider the capacity of the
veterinary Quarantine in the event of a permit refusal.

Birds (this is done by filling out the designated form and sending it via e-
mail to the Veterinary Quarantine Section)

Dogs and cats (these are done by filling out the designated form and
sending it via e-mail to the Veterinary Quarantine Section and sending a
copy of the vaccination booklet)

Fifth: Commitment to the permit requirements mentioned below:

1- Fill out the import permit application form on the Ofoq system, filling
in all the required data and attaching all documents on the Ofoq system.
2- When obtaining the application number through the Ofoq system, the
import permit application form must be sent with all the required
documents and papers via email.
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Sixth: Regarding personal import, only live animals are allowed, and animal
products, meat, and veterinary feed are not allowed. This must be done by
personally attending the veterinary Quarantine Section from 7 a.m. to 1 p.m.
from Sunday to Thursday.

Documents required to be provided when consignments arrive at the

ports:

1- An original government health certificate

2- Original certificate of origin

3- Original halal slaughter certificate for red and white raw meat, (except

pork meat)
4- Vaccination book (dogs and cats)
5- RNAT blood test certificate (dogs and cats)
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Notes:

1- If all requirements are not sent in full, the application will be rejected.
2- Any request sent after 1 pm will not be processed.

3- It is necessary to verify the countries from which imports are permitted
and the slaughterhouses approved in them. Any request for import from
slaughterhouses not approved by the Livestock Agency will not be
accepted.

4- Import requests must be submitted via e-mail only, and no requests
will be received by phone or at the veterinary quarantine.

5- If the consignment arrives at the port and no import permit has not
been issued prior, the section is not obligated to issue an immediate
import permit, as the request will be treated like other requests received
via email.

6- The lists of approved slaughterhouses and countries in the Kingdom of
Bahrain must be adhered to. If the application is submitted and it is stated
that the slaughterhouses are approved by the official competent
authorities in the country from which you want to import, you must
attach the official accreditation from the official authorities in the
exporting country. If the accreditation is not brought, the application will
be rejected. Example: Those countries from the European Union are
mentioned in the lists of all slaughterhouses approved by the European
Union. The slaughterhouse must be certified by the European Union for
the same activity from which it is intended to be imported (a
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slaughterhouse of beef, sheep, or poultry). Otherwise, the
slaughterhouse is not considered accredited.
